Minister’s Message

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

The current Regional Executive Council (REC) has been in office for 15 months now. I'd like to share
with you what your servant leaders have been doing for you during this time. After the election in
June 2021, we had a working weekend retreat at Mission San Luis Rey where we set goals for the
beginning of the term and set the calendar for the remainder of the year. Elections were held for 16
fraternities between July and December, and at least one REC member attended each of the four
profession ceremonies that took place in that same time. This year there are 24 visits and 5 elections
scheduled with 15 visits and two elections completed, which leaves nine visits and three elections
left before the end of the year. REC members also attended this year’s two professions. The REC has
held four in-person meetings, including our two working retreats, and three via Zoom. There are

three meetings scheduled for the remainder of this year.

One of the first things we implemented was to assign an REC member to each fraternity council as a
contact person to assist with questions and concerns with which the fraternity may need assistance.
This has been effective for better communication, which was one of our goals, and for addressing
issues that arise. Another one of our goals was to improve relationships with the other branches of
our Franciscan family. We’ve been reaching out to various friars and Third Order Religious members,
including the three Provincial Ministers, friars at the Franciscan School of Theology, Mission Santa

Barbara, and Mission San Luis Rey, and the Felician Sisters in Pomona.

The REC planned Regional Picnics for both last year and this year at Mason Regional Park in Irvine.
With the ongoing Covid concerns, we thought it best to have our regional gatherings outdoors. We
also planned a successful in-person Chapter for January of this year with a majority of the fraternities
represented. In addition to the regular agenda items of yearly reports and voting on the budget,

there were presentations by Lucy Ibarra, our Regional Formation Director, and Patricia




Grace, our JPIC Animator. We are fortunate to have an active JPIC presence in our region. A variety of
presentations and initiatives have been implemented since June 2021, as well as participation in

national JPIC activities.

Notes were distributed for each of the Chapter presentations, including translated versions for the
three non-English language groups. All handouts were mailed to the Ministers of the fraternities that
were not represented. Also, during Chapter, time was set aside for attendees to review and update
entries in the national database.

In February, the REC had its annual weekend retreat which included presentations by Lucy Ibarra and
Br. Kip Ledger, OFM Cap., our newest Regional Spiritual Assistant. It also included a planning session
and signups for the 2022 visits and elections as well as prayer times and attending Mass at the
adjacent parish. And in May we were once again able to have the Annual Regional Retreat at Serra in
Malibu. We were blessed to have Fr. Wayne Hellman, OFM Conv., who gave outstanding

presentations.

In 2021 we formed a subcommittee to work on development ideas for our Conference of Regional
Spiritual Assistants (CRSA). There was also a subcommittee working on written guidelines for the
CRSA as was requested by the National visitors after our visit in 2020. A new subcommittee is being
formed to combine the two objectives, and to prepare a syllabus for friars and other Franciscan
religious who are appointed as fraternity Spiritual Assistants. They will also be working on an updated

version of the program for OFS members interested in becoming Spiritual Assistants.

Three fraternities have had new Spiritual Assistants appointed at their request. St. Louis the King
Fraternity in Santa Barbara has Fr. Larry Gosselin, OFM, St. Francis of Assisi Fraternity in LA has Fr.
Robert Sewe, OFM Cap., and St. Maximilian Mary Kolbe Fraternity in Torrance has Macario
(Soonhyun) Koh, OFM Conv., who will be assisting other Korean speaking fraternities in the future.
There are still a few fraternities without Spiritual Assistants, and the REC and our RSAs are working
with the fraternities to get the positions filled. Br. David Buer, OFM, the Provincial Spiritual Assistant,
who attended Chapter this year, has been assisting us at the request of Fr. David Gaa, OFM, the

Provincial Minister.

As has been mentioned in the past, we are working to get back to our three-year cycle of visits and
elections starting next year. This year the Fraternal and Pastoral visits have been combined for that
purpose. Next year each fraternity will have either an election, a Fraternal visit, or a Pastoral visit as

was done pre-Covid.

Finally, I'd like to mention that we had about 40 members from our region in attendance at the
Quinguennial in Phoenix last month. Of that number, there were seven members of your REC. Our

region was also represented by a Breakout Session entitled “The Spirituality of Justice, Peace, and




Integrity of Creation” given by Patricia Grace. And thanks to Peter Song, one of our REC Councilors,
the Q committee added a Korean “Little Fraternity” to those that had been pre-arranged. There were
a substantial number of Korean speaking members in attendance from the East Coast in addition to

those from our region. Good job, Peter!

Please keep in mind that we, the REC, are your servant leaders. If you have questions or concerns,
first consult your fraternity minister or other council member. And if the council members need our
assistance, they can contact me or their REC contact. We will do the best we can to help you as we

strive to “Bear good fruit with Franciscan JOY!”

Minister’s Message Translations

Estimados hermanos y hermanas,

El actual Consejo Ejecutivo Regional (REC) ha estado en sus funciones por 15 meses. Me gustaria
compartirles lo que sus lideres servidores han estado haciendo por Uds. durante este tiempo.

Después de las elecciones de Junio de 2021, tomamos un fin de semana para un retiro de trabajo en la

Mision de San Luis Rey en donde establecimos los objetivos para el periodo inicial y programamos el
calendario para el resto del afio. Entre Julio y Diciembre se celebraron Elecciones en 16 fraternidades,
y al menos un miembro del REC asistio a cada una de las cuatro ceremonias de profesién que se
celebraron durante ese mismo tiempo. Para este aino hay 24 visitas y 5 elecciones programadas, se
han finalizado 15 visitas y 2 elecciones, nos restan 9 visitas y 3 elecciones antes de finalizar el afio.
Miembros del REC tambien asistieron a las dos profesiones celebradas este aio. El REC ha celebrado
cuatro reunions presenciales, incluyendo nuestros dos retiros de trabajo, y tres via Zoom. Tenemos
tres reuniones programadas para el resto de este afio.

Una de las primeras iniciativas que implementamos fue asignar un miembro del REC a cada consejo de
fraternidad como persona de contacto para asistir con las preguntas o inquietudes que la fraternidad
pudiera necesitar. Esto ha sido eficaz para mejorar la comunicacién, que era uno de nuestros
objetivos, y para abordar problemas que pudieran surgir. Otro de nuestros objetivos era mejorar las
relaciones con las otras ramas de nuestra familia Franciscana. Nos hemos acercado a varios frailes y
miembros religiosos de la Tercera Orden, incluyendo a los tres Ministros Provinciales, a los frailes de
la Escuela Franciscana de Teologia, Mision de Santa Barbara, y Misién San Luis Rey, y a las Hermanas
Felician de Pomona.

El REC planificé los Picnics Regionales tanto del afio pasado como de este afio en el Parque Regional
Mason en Irvine. Con las actuales preocupaciones de COVID, pensamos que era mejor tener nuestras
reuniones regionales afuera. También planeamos un exitoso Capitulo para Enero de este afio donde
tubimos representadas a la mayoria de las fraternidades. Ademas de los puntos habituales en la




agenda como reportes anuales y aprobacion del presupuesto, hubo presentaciones de Lucy Ibarra,
nuestra Directora Regional de Formacién, y de Patricia Grace, nuestra Animadora de Justicia, Paz e
Integridad de la Creacion (JPIC). Tenemos la suerte de contar con una presencia activa de JPIC en
nuestra region. Desde Junio de 2021 se han implementado diversas presentaciones e iniciativas asi
como también la participacion en actividades nacionales de JPIC.

Durante el Capitulo se distribuyeron panfletos para cada una de las presentaciones, incluyendo
versiones traducidas para los tres grupos que no hablan inglés. Todos los folletos se enviaron por
correo a los ministros de las fraternidades que no estaban representadas. Ademas durante el Capitulo
se reservo tiempo para que los asistentes revisaran y actualizaran la informacion en la base de datos
nacional.

En Febrero el REC tomé un de fin de semana para su retiro anual el cual incluyd presentaciones de
Lucy Ibarra y del Hno. Kip Ledger, OFM, Cap., nuestro mas reciente Asistente Espiritual Regional.
Ademas incluyd una sesion de planificacion e inscripcién para las visitas y elecciones de 2022, asi
como también tiempos de oracidn y asistencia a la Misa en la parroquia adyacente. En Mayo pudimos
una vez mas tener el Retiro Regional Anual en la casa de retiro Serra en Malibu. Tubimos la bendiciéon
de contar con la presencia del Padre Wayne Hellman, OFM Conv., quien hizo unas presentaciones
excelentes.

En 2021 formamos un subcomité para trabajar en ideas de desarrollo para nuestra Conferencia de

Asistentes Espirituales Regionales (CRSA). Ademds habia otro subcomité trabajando en escribir las

directrices para la CRSA como fué solicitado por los visitadores Nacionales después de nuestra visita
en 2020. Se ha formando un nuevo subcomité para combinar los dos objetivos, y preparar un plan
recopilado para los frailes y otros religiosos Franciscanos que son asignados como Asistentes
Espirituales. También estaran trabajando en una versién actualizada del programa para miembros del
OFS interesados en convertirse en Asistentes Espirituales.

Tres fraternidades solicitaron nuevos Asistentes Espirituales y se les han asignado de la siguiente
manera: Fraternidad San Louis the King en Santa Barbara tiene a Fr. Larry Gosselin, OFM, Fraternidad
San Francis of Asisi en Los Angeles tiene a Fr. Robert Sewe, OFM Cap., y Fraternidad San Maximilian
Mary Kolbe en Torrance tiene a Macario (Soonhyun) Koh, OFM Conv., quien asistira a otras
fraternidades de lengua Coreana en el futuro. Todabia hay algunas fraternidades a las que no se les ha
asignado un Asistente Espiritual, el REC y nuestros Asistentes Espirituales Regionales (RSA) estamos
trabajando con estas fraternidades para cubrir las vacantes. El Hno. David Buer, OFM, Asistente
Espiritual Provincial, y quien asistio al Capitulo este aifo, nos ha estado asistiendo a peticidn del Fr.
David Gaa, OFM, Ministro Provincial.

Como se ha mencionado en el pasado, estamos trabajando para volver a nuestro ciclo trienal (tres
anos) de visitas y elecciones a partir del proximo afio. Con ese fin, este afio se han combinado las
visitas Fraternales y Pastorales. El proximo afio cada fraternidad tendrd ya sea una eleccién, una visita
Fraternal o una visita Pastoral, como era nuestra practica antes de Covid.




Finalmente, me gustaria mencionar que unos 40 miembros de nuestra regidn asistieron al Quinquenio
en Phoenix el mes pasado. De ese numero, habia siete miembros del REC. Nuestra region también
estubo representada por una Sesion de Grupo titulada “La Espiritualidad de la Justicia, Paz, e
Integridad de la Creacion” impartida por Patricia Grace. Gracias a Peter Song, uno de nuestros
consejeros del REC, el comité del Q afiadié una “Pequefia Fraternidad” Coreana a las que ya estaban
concertadas. Asistio un niumero considerable de miembros de habla Coreana de la Costa Este ademas
de los de nuestra region. Buen trabajo, Peter!

Por favor recuerden que nosotros, el REC, somos sus lideres servidores. Si tienen preguntas o dudas,
consulten primero con el ministro de su fraternidad o con otro miembro del consejo. Si los miembros
del consejo necesitan nuestra asistencia, pueden ponerse en contacto conmigo o con el miembro del
REC asignado a su fraternidad.

I always was stunned at how St. Francis would accuse himself of being a terrible sinner, not worthy of
God's graces. After all he was able to go for years without recognition or respect even though he was
helping lepers and rebuilding obscure tiny chapels. He was heroic in so many ways. Despite his
conversion, he always was grieved for not responding to God sooner or more completely.

He knew that the good that was done around him, the many who converted on seeing him, hearing
him, or even just hearing ABOUT him was not his own achievement. It was God's work. He saw himself
in the crowd that was being fed miraculously by Jesus. He could see God at work in all of the tiny nooks
and crannies of life... even in tiny humble places.... in lepers...in obscure churches...even his own soul.

Jesus reminds us to "...be like servants who await their master's return from a wedding, ready to open
immediately when he comes and knocks." How can we be ready? Allow me to suggest these 3 steps:
1. Find out what the master wants of you
2. Make sure we do what needs to be done
3. Don't stop doing and redoing steps 1 and 2

This sounds like a difficult task, but at least it is simple. The genius of St Francis' simplicity comes
directly from following Jesus' suggestions:

"Where your treasure is, there also will your heart be."
"Do not be afraid."

"Father is pleased to give you the kingdom."

"Sell your belongings and give alms. "

If you want full money bags that cannot be stolen or destroyed, treasure what the Lord treasures. He
loves the poor. He loves you, right? He wants you to be in the kingdom with him. He himself was born
in a manger and continues to spend himself entirely to feed his "little flock."

As Francis wrote to us in his letter to the whole order:

O humble sublimity! O sublime humility! that the Lord of the universe, God and the Son of God,
so humbles Himself that for our salvation He hides Himself under a morsel of bread. Consider,
brothers, the humility of God and "pour out your hearts before Him and be humbled that he may
exalt you. Hold back nothing of yourself for yourself, so that He Who gives Himself totally to

you, may receive you totally."

It is so easy to worry about the wrong thing. Have you noticed how so many people leave their
valuable car outside in their driveway, because their garage filled with useless junk? Why keep the junk
safe and dry? Why even keep the junk? It is common to treasure the wrong thing.

| admit that my room is filled with clutter that | treasure, that is really not valuable at all. | may never
re-read the books on my shelf, but | keep them anyway.

It takes effort to live simply. It seems we always need reminders to help us get back to the simple, but
difficult, work of our conversion. Let us treasure the one who treasures us and spread the Good News!

In these last days of August, | am reflecting upon how | wish to honor the Season of Creation this
year, the season that begins on September 1 and continues until the feast date of our beloved St.
Francis on October 4.

Our love of the earth, of all of creation, which is honored during the Season of Creation begins in
our hearts. God seeks to divinize our hearts. He asks us to empty ourselves of all of our endless
worldly concerns, in order to be open to the fullness of His love, a love He seeks to give openly and
freely. | do not suggest we ignore our worldly duties and responsibilities. There are many tasks we all
undertake to keep our families, parishes, communities, etc. up and running as they need to. However,
our Lord asks us to make Him first, make our God of Love first and foremost in our hearts and in our
lives. Let us join together, sisters and brothers, and encourage each other to receive the fullness of
God'’s love and plant ourselves there.

Then we move out from that space. In terms of our work for creation, we ask for the intercession
of our beloved saint, the Saint of Ecology. Our Holy Father, Pope Francis, mirrors Saint Francis’
concern for the earth in his encyclical, Laudato Si.” Reading it is a wonderful way to prepare and begin
the Season of Creation. | would humbly suggest that next steps for us during this upcoming season
may be to create an eco-friendly home. Have we minimized our use of plastic? Can we explore
alternatives to toxic cleaning supplies? Are we being attentive to what we throw away and replace?
Do we really need something new? After minimizing, are we mindful about how we dispose of our
garbage, recycling when we can, and composting food wastes to minimize methane in the landfill?

As we move from our home, we are called to examine our lifestyles, being mindful of how much
we drive, being thoughtful about our use of public spaces, and lovingly care for the community we live
in, such as joining a park or beach clean-up. We can suggest to our parishes that we wish to start a
Care for Creation Ministry, or start a study group for Laudato Si,” or explore alternative sources of
energy and land use on parish grounds. As we move from there, always anchoring in our hearts and in
our Catholic teaching, we may wish to start or join a creation care ministry in our Diocese, and/or join
an online study or group such as Catholic Climate Covenant. The secular world also provides venues
for our concerns. There are policies and laws being debated at local, state, and national levels. The
U.N. Climate Change Conference is scheduled for November 2022 and perhaps it would be of interest
to learn more about the international initiatives for our planet.

Wherever it leads, sisters and brothers, let it start in our Franciscan hearts. May we love and
support each other as we celebrate this Season of Creation.

Reflections on the “Q”

| was over-the-moon excited to attend my first ever Quinquennial August 3 — 6, in Phoenix, AZ. This
“Q” celebrated our Franciscan Jubilee -- the 20" Quinquennial Congress OFS-USA -- one hundred years in
the making!

Peggy Botte, Nicolas Peters and | drove from San Diego. As we rode through the desert, we prayed,
we sang, we shared great conservations, and we were blessed to learn a little more about each other.
This is one of my favorite memories.

In late afternoon we arrived at our hotel, checked into our rooms, and moved on to the “Q” check-in,
where we were welcomed by brothers and sisters from the St. Thomas More Region, which includes
Phoenix. We learned that over six hundred (600!) Seculars, friars, religious sisters, YouFra, and friends
were in attendance. | luxuriated in being enfolded by my fellow Franciscans. We collected any “Q” swag
we had preordered, an official glossy Quinquennial Program, and received our one-of-a-kind blue lanyard
nametag. The nametag listed our individual “Little Fraternity” and table number for dinner that night.
“Little Fraternities” are comprised of six — eight brothers and sisters from different fraternities
throughout the U.S. We met with our “Little Fraternities” daily to talk discuss reflection questions
presented at that morning’s Keynote Address, as well as other topics.

Vendors lined either side of the hall in front of the Jubilee Room, where every morning and
afternoon the brothers and sisters gathered for morning and evening prayer, that day’s Keynote Address
and that evening’s entertainment. Each Keynote Speaker’s presentation provided nourishment for mind,
heart, and Franciscan soul.

Every evening we walked one block to the historic and breathtakingly beautiful St. Mary’s Basilica,
dedicated in 1915, which is the oldest church in Phoenix. The first St. Mary’s Church was an adobe
structure, and the present church was built on top of it. Since 1895, the parish has been staffed with
Franciscan Friars. Our daily Eucharistic Celebrations filled the pews and shook the basilica’s foundation
with hearty Franciscan singing voices, accompanied by a 26-rank pipe organ. Heaven on earth!

The first night we arrived, each of us joined our “Little Fraternity” for dinner. Under the place setting,
each one of the attendees found a unique, laminated coloring-book page placemat colored for us by one
of the parochial school children from The Thomas More Region. Printed on the back of the placemat was
“The “Quinquennial Prayer” and “Peace Prayer of St. Francis.” A card clipped to the placemat stated:
“The placemats were designed by one of 1500 kids who participated in making this evening a little more
special. Please feel free to save yours as a special gift. All the Catholic schools in the diocese of Phoenix
were invited to spend time with a Secular learning about St. Francis and St. Clare and helping with our
placemats!” | continue to use my placemat, colored by Alisson, age 11, who attends Immaculate
Conception School in Cottonwood, AZ. (As the late Father Benedict Groeschel, C.F.R., wrote, “There are
no coincidences!”)

Every day of the “Q” was filled with unique sights, sounds, excellent “Break-Out” sessions and
entertainment, and opportunities to meet new friends and old. Besides the five of us from our fraternity,




we saw several other brothers and sisters from the St. Francis Region. All these moments reinforced in
me the overwhelming certainty that | was among “my people.” Before every Keynote Address and
general gathering in the Jubilee Room, our National Minister, Jan Parker, OFS, played her guitar and led
us in song. Jan has a great, witty delivery and loves to laugh — my kind of Franciscan! Her musical opening
welcome was a very creative parody of “These Are a Few of My Favorite Things” from The Sound of
Music. The daily schedule was rigorous, yet we found plenty of time to visit the St. Clare Prayer Room,
the Museum (which chronicled the history of the OFS in the U.S.), and, naturally, the vendors, all of
whom offered decidedly “Franciscan” goods and services.

This is such an incomplete encapsulation of nearly forty-two active “Q” hours, not including our
wonderful seven-hundred-mile roundtrip. My bottom line is this: If you can do so, start now to save
money to enable you to attend the next “Q,” which will be five years from now. It is uplifting, spiritually
awakening, informative, entertaining, and great, great fun — A National Secular Franciscan gathering IS
NOT to be missed!
